Mayor Clary and Council discussed the earthwork project at Volunteer Park.  Councilmember Berg motioned to accept the low bid after the deadline, or if there is a significant difference in bids, calling a special meeting, second by Councilmember Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilmembers Porter, Ventress, Berg and Massender all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the Little Park lease.  Councilmember Porter motioned to allow Mayor Clary to sign the lease, second by Councilmember Berg, followed by a roll call vote with Councilmembers Porter, Ventress, Berg and Massender all voting aye – motion passed.

Mary McKinney, DVM, proposed temporary housing at Timberlake Litter Control for impounded dogs.  Discussion ensued regarding number of days held, cost, space, etc. Councilmember Massender motioned to table the request until more details could be worked out, second by Councilmember Berg and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The Park and Rec report was reviewed by Mayor Clary and Council.
