Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, Gary Ventress, and Diane Berg present.   Roll call was followed by the pledge of allegiance. 

The minutes of the regular December meeting and December 29th Special Meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Berg and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The quarterly financial statement was reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Accounts payable was reviewed by Council.  Councilor Ventress motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress and Berg all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary gave exiting Councilor Diane Berg his thanks for her service to the City.  Mayor Clary then swore in re-elected Councilor Gary Ventress and new Councilor Chris Tucker, who took their seats at the Council table and the meeting was reconvened.  

Councilor Massender nominated Gary Ventress as Council President, second by Councilor Porter.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.  

Councilor Ventress motioned to enter the public hearing for the Kroetch zone change, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  No residents signed in to speak.    Councilor Ventress motioned to close the public hearing, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Mayor Clary read aloud the title paragraph of proposed Ordinance #565, changing the zoning on parcel #S00000069500 from Residential (R-3) to Commercial (C).  Councilor Ventress motioned to waive the 3 reading rule, second by Councilor Porter, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.  Motion to adopt proposed Ordinance #565 made by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.  Councilor Ventress motioned to publish Ordinance #565 by summary, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.
Councilor Porter motioned to approve the Urban Renewal Support Resolution, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.  

Mayor Clary appointed Jeremy Montgomery and re-appointed Gary Ventress to the Spirit Lake Urban Renewal Agency for 5 year terms.  Motion to approve by Councilor Massender, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Councilor Porter motioned to approve the City of Spirit Lake, Idaho, Water System Conservation Plan, second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress voting aye, Councilor Tucker abstained – motion passed.
