Regular Council Meeting

6:30 PM

Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:31 pm, roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, and Chris Robinson present; Gary Ventress was absent.   Roll call was followed by the pledge of allegiance.   

The minutes of the regular October meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The accounts payable and financial statement were reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Robinson.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Robinson all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council reviewed the two bids received for the Sewer Plant Lagoon #3 Aeration Project.  The lowest bid was by Shannon Industrial Contractors for $145,000.  Mayor Clary requested to award the bid to Shannon Industrial Contractors,  Councilor Massender motioned to approve, second by Councilor Robinson, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Robinson all voting aye – motion passed.

Councilor Porter motioned to set a public hearing for the Idaho Community Development Block Grant for Tuesday along with the previously scheduled workshop (November 15, 2016 at 6:30 p.m.), second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Mayor Clary appointed Ann Clapper as the Fair Housing Officer and ADA Coordinator.  Motion to approve by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  

Mayor Clary explained that there were four resolutions that needed to be updated for the Idaho Community Development Block Grant for the water well and pump house project.  
1. Motion to adopt Nondiscrimination on the Basis of Disability Resolution #2016-11-08A by Councilor Porter, seconded by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
2. Motion to adopt Section 504 Grievance Procedure for the City of Spirit Lake Resolution #2016-11-08B, by Councilor Robinson, seconded by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
3. Motion to adopt Fair Housing Resolution #2016-11-08C by Councilor Massender, seconded by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
4. Motion to adopt the Citizens Participation Plan Resolution #2016-11-08D made by Councilor Robinson, seconded by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Marc Kroetch, with the Chamber of Commerce, requested to close Maine Street between 3rd and 4th Avenues for the annual lighted Christmas parade on Saturday, December 10th at 6 p.m. The parade will be about 15 minutes, with the line up on 3rd Avenue.  Councilor Massender motioned to approve, second by Councilor Robinson and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  The Chamber would also like to put LED solar lights in the trees on Maine Street, motion to approve by Councilor Robinson, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The Park and Rec report was presented by Director Jodi Johnson.

The Police report was presented by Chief Hutcheson.   Chief Hutcheson also requested $500 for their Holidays with Hero’s program, Councilor Massender motioned approval, second by Councilor Robinson, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender and Robinson all voting aye. 

Councilor Robinson motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
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
