Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.  Roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, and Chris Tucker present; Gary Ventress was absent.   Roll call was followed by the pledge of allegiance. 

The minutes of the regular January meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The financial statement and accounts payable were reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council reviewed the fiscal year 2015 draft audit; Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the Volunteer Park Earthwork Quotes, which came in as follows:  New Vista Development Inc. $68,400; James Brown $77,800; Hester Excavating $96,000; A-1 Dirtworks $178,100.  Mayor Clary requested permission to accept the low quote from New Vista Development Inc.; Councilor Massender motioned to approve, second by Councilor Porter, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the AT&T cell equipment, currently on the water tank, and the potential of Unison to negotiate a contract for a new cell tower, as the equipment damaged the water tank. 

Mayor Clary updated Council on the sewer plant expansion plans and the two options provided by the City’s engineer.
