Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  Roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, and Gary Ventress present; Chris Tucker was absent.   

Mayor Clary requested approval of the amended agenda; Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

All rose for the pledge of allegiance. 

The minutes of the regular February meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter with a spelling correction (Liz Krise), second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The financial statement and accounts payable were reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council reviewed the Tri-State Consulting Engineers, Inc. Water Relocation Proposal for engineering fees not to exceed $9,000.  Councilor Porter motioned to allow Mayor Clary to sign the proposal second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary reappointed Ann Clapper to a three year term on the Tree Committee; motion to approve by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the cell tower third amendment to our lease agreement to remove cellular equipment off the water tower, build and maintain a monopole, with an increase in rent of $400 per month.  Mayor Clary requested Council’s permission to sign the agreement if it comes back from AT&T’s legal department with a correction that gives us approval for subletting to other carriers or selling that service; motion to approve by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Director Jodi Johnson presented the park and rec report.

Chief Hutcheson presented the police report.   Councilor Massender asked if our Police Department would be interested in getting one of our officers certified in car seat safety; Chief Hutcheson will look into finding a class.
