Mayor Clary requested to accept their quote for $17,500, as it was the only one returned and was lower than the City Engineer’s estimate; motion to approve by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

William Henderson requested use of Fireside Park on August 7th for the annual AA picnic; motion to approve by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Rebecca Melton of the Community Library Network presented information for their plant facility levy and how funds would be used.  Ms. Melton also invited all to Spirit Lake Library’s open house on Tuesday, April 19th, from 4-5 p.m. to answer any questions and review the plans.

Margot Lauren Zepeda requested use of Fireside Park for her wedding on July 30th from noon-6 p.m. with approximately 30 people.  Motion to approve by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Director Jodi Johnson presented the Park and Rec Report.
