Mayor Clary and Council discussed the Chapman Financial Services Agreement.  Councilor Porter motioned to allow Mayor Clary to sign the agreement, second by Councilor Massender,  followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

Spokane Model Boat Club did not attend to present their Council Request.  

Jill Bowes requested use of Fireside Park for her wedding on June 11th from 1 – 5 p.m.  Motion to approve by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Marc Kroetch requested to close Maine Street and the use of the Little Park for the Big Back-In on June 19th and the Swap-n-Shop on August 6th, both events the same as previous years with blocking the street at 8 a.m. and open container; motion to approve by Councilor Massender, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Councilor Porter, on behalf of the Army National Guard Band, requested use of the bandstand at the Big Park on July 2nd from 5:30-7:30 p.m. for a free concert; Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.
