Special Council Meeting 
City Hall
June 21, 2016
6:30 PM

Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.  Roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, and Gary Ventress present; Chris Tucker was absent. Roll call was followed by the pledge of allegiance. 

The minutes of the regular May meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The financial statement was reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Accounts payable was reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Council reviewed the audit engagement letter from Anderson Bros. Councilor Porter motioned to allow Mayor Clary to sign the letter, second by Councilor Massender and vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the flooring bids for the community center. Councilor Porter motioned to approve the bid from Great Floors for glue down laminate in the amount of $7660.96, second by Councilor Ventress and vote of aye by all – motion passed. 

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the bids for the sewer plant field 5 clearing. Four bids were received. Three were over budget and one was received after the deadline. Councilor Ventress motioned to throw out the current bids and re-bid the project, second by Councilor Porter, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.  

Council reviewed the proposal for topsoil at Volunteer Park. Mayor Clary explained that the dirt removed from Volunteer Park and placed in the city right of way on 15th would be screened and mixed with sand to provide better drainage. Discussion ensued. Councilor Porter motioned to approve the proposal, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter and Massender voting aye. Councilor Ventress abstained – motion passed.

Mayor Clary mentioned that Jimmy Brown is going to be submitting a quote to do the waterline extension on 12th to Volunteer Park.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Council discussed the city’s contribution for the Fourth of July fireworks. Councilor Massender motioned to contribute $1000.00, second by Councilor Ventress and a vote of aye by all – motion passed. 

Brad Sondahl requested use of Fireside Park on July 20th for an acoustic bluegrass music jam. There will be approximately 5-12 musicians playing; motion to approve by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all- motion passed.

Ken Olson with the Inland Northwest Model Boat Club requested to use Fireside Park for an additional day on July 23rd. Councilor Porter motioned to approve the request, second by Councilor Ventress and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Lezlie Johnson requested permission to close a section of Delaware street on August 14th for a block party. Councilor Massender motioned to approve the request but they must gather signatures from all neighbors affected by the street closure and submit to City Hall prior to the event, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all - motion passed.

Marc Kroetch asked that Council allow him to put a bike rack in the tree well outside of his building. After much discussion Councilor Massender motioned to approve, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Council reviewed the Park and Rec report that was turned in by Director Jodi Johnson, who could not be present.  

Mayor Clary presented the Police Report for Chief Hutcheson, who could not be present. 

Councilor Ventress motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.   
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
