




Regular Council Meeting &
Budget Public Hearing
City Hall
August 9, 2016
6:30 PM

Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:31 pm, roll call was taken with Councilors Autumn Massender, Joy Porter, Gary Ventress, and Chris Tucker present.

[bookmark: _GoBack]After correcting discussed to discussion in the first sentence of the second paragraph in the July 25th minutes, and the second to adjourn the July 12th meeting to Councilor Massender, the minutes of the July 12th, July 19th and July 25th meetings were approved in a motion by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Ventress and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Accounts payable and the financial statement were reviewed by Council.  Councilor Porter motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilors Porter, Massender, Ventress and Tucker all voting aye – motion passed.

Councilor Ventress motioned to enter the public hearing for the budget, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  Although no public signed in to comment, Mayor Clary asked if anyone wanted to discuss the budget.  Diane Berg requested the city seriously consider hiring a city administrator as the city has grown.  Discussion ensued.  Councilor Porter motioned to close the public hearing, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Mayor Clary read aloud the title paragraph of proposed 2016-17 Annual Appropriation Ordinance #566.  Councilor Porter motioned to waive the 3 reading rule, second by Councilor Massender followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender and Ventress voting aye; Councilor Tucker voting no – motion passed.  Motion to adopt proposed  2016-17 Annual Appropriation Ordinance #566 made by Councilor Massender, second by Councilor Porter followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter and Massender voting aye, Councilors Ventress and Tucker voting no, and Mayor Clary voting aye to break the tie – motion passed.  

Mayor Clary reported receiving estimates to do maintenance single shot overlay of chip seal on existing streets, which should be done every 3-4 years, for approximately $2,100 per block; also an estimate of a 2” overlay of asphalt for approximately $6,000 per block, which has a 15-20 year lifespan, with minimal maintenance.   All agreed the 2” asphalt overlay would be a better long term solution.  Mayor Clary also received an estimate of $13,600 per block to chip seal gravel streets, which must have engineering, grading, rock and compaction prior to chip seal.  He would like to complete 6th Avenue from Madison to Jackson, and Jackson from the dentist office to 7th Avenue, which will bring them up to double shot chip seal standard.  These proposed improvements to be completed in this fiscal year, before October 1st.  More asphalt maintenance and chip seal of gravel streets in next year’s budget, dependent on what is available after winter plowing.

Mayor Clary appointed Max Liese to the Spirit Lake Urban Renewal Agency, as Jeremy Montgomery resigned.  Motion to approve by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Dean Massender requested use of 3rd, Maine, and 4th streets for the Labor Day parade on September 5th.  Motion to approve by Councilor Massender, second by Councilor Ventress and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  Councilor Ventress also motioned to approve the beer garden for the car show, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Kimber Andres was not present for her request; Councilor Ventress motioned to table the request, second by Councilor Tucker and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The Park and Rec report was presented by Director Jodi Johnson.

No police report was prepared as Chief Hutchison was on leave, and Sergeant McMillen resigned.

Councilor Ventress motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
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
