




Regular Council Meeting 
City Hall
September 13, 2016
6:30 PM

Mayor Clary called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm, roll call was taken with Councilors Joy Porter, Autumn Massender, and Gary Ventress present; Mayor Clary announced Councilman Tucker had officially resigned.   Roll call was followed by the pledge of allegiance.   

The minutes of the regular August meeting were approved in a motion by Councilor Ventress, second by Councilor Massender and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Accounts payable and the financial statement were reviewed by Council.  Councilor Ventress motioned to approve, second by Councilor Massender.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the Thorco quote to install 4,000 feet of 2 inch conduit for future lighting at Volunteer Park in the amount of $18,665.  Councilor Porter motioned to confirm approval, second by Councilor Massender, followed by a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

Mayor Clary and Council discussed the RPI Street Contract to chip seal 6th Avenue from Madison to Jackson, and a portion of Jackson from the existing pavement to 7th Avenue.  Councilor Porter motioned to confirm approval for Mayor Clary to sign the contract, second by Councilor Ventress.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.

Mayor Clary appointed Rob Street to the Planning and Zoning Commission for a three year term.  Motion to approve by Councilor Massender, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.
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Jack Wade requested final approval to continue with the water main extension from Sedlmayers to the Dolan property.  Councilor Massender motioned to approve, with individual hook-up and impact fees for each connection to be at the current rates at the time of connecting, the main line must be built to current city specifications, inspected, provide the city with “as built” drawings, and a warranty on the main line before it is activated; second by Councilor Ventress, followed by a roll call vote with Councilors Porter, Massender, and Ventress all voting aye – motion passed.


Jim Ochenkoski requested use of the Big Park on October 1st for a blessing of the animals event from 10 a.m. to noon.  Motion to approve by Councilor Porter, second by Councilor Ventress and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.

The Park and Rec report was presented by Director Jodi Johnson.

No police report; Chief Hutchison announced he would be back on Thursday, September 22nd.

Councilor Ventress motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Councilor Porter and a vote of aye by all – motion passed.  
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
